MANAGEMENT AND MAINTENANCE PLAN FOR THE DOWNTOWN
DEVELOVPMENT AUTHOURITY AND THE CITY OF LAINGSBURG SOCIAL
DISTRICT

WITHIN THE DDA/CITY OF LAINGSBURG SOCIAL AREA, PATRONS OF
PARTICIPATING RESTAURANTS AND BARS MAY CARRY AN OPEN ALCOHOLIC
BEVERAGE UP TO 160Z. IN AN APPROVED PLASTIC CONTAINER BEARING
THE DDA/LAINGSBURG SOCIAL LOGO AND LOGO OF THE BUSINESS WHERE
THE BEVERAGE WAS PURCHASED.

1. Operating Hours:
The Social District will be open daily from 12:00 PM to 11:00 PM (Monday through
Sunday).

2. Eligibility for Alcohol Purchase:
Individuals 21 years and older are permitted to purchase alcoholic beverages in a
designated cup from a licensed Social District permit holder. These beverages may be
carried and consumed within the district’s common areas during the designated hours.

3. Designated Cups & Beverages:
Only alcoholic beverages purchased in designated cups are allowed within the Social
District. Approved beverages include beer, wine, and mixed drinks. Shots or straight
spirits are not permitted.

4. Alcohol Consumption Restrictions:
Alcoholic beverages may only be consumed in the Downtown Commons Area if
purchased from a licensed Social District permit holder. No outside alcohol is allowed in
the district at any time.

5. Refills & Alcohol Restrictions Across Establishments:
Alcohol purchased at one participating licensed permit holder cannot be taken into any
other establishment within the district. Refills are only allowed at the same
establishment where the beverage was originally purchased. Alcoholic beverages are
also not allowed in food-only establishments (e.g., Tammy’s Bakery, PDP’s Pizzeria).

6. Designated Area Boundaries:
Patrons must remain within the designated Laingsburg/DDA Social District boundaries.
Look for sidewalk signage marking the boundary lines. All local and state laws apply
within the district.

7. Daily Maintenance & Litter Control:
All participating businesses within the Social District are responsible for daily litter
pickup and trash removal within their designated areas.
